The Jackson State University vocal and instrumental ensembles
joined forces on Saturday, February 1, for the Department of
Music’s first “Prism” Concert. During  the “Prism” concert,
various ensembles were strategically located throughout the
auditorium performing selections in a rapid-fire format. The
auditorium was concealed by darkness, apart from the carefully
arranged lighting system that promptly illuminated each set of
vocalists and instrumentalists as they began to perform. The
sound  moved around the auditorium with each piece being
played or sung in a different area. The performance was
continuous and seamless.  The concert was tantamount to a
multi-movement composition. Once the performance began, it
was not interrupted. 

The concert opened with a trumpet ensemble fanfare composed
by Dr. David Ware, coordinator of the event, and was
followed by an introduction by Dr. Jimmie James, Jr.,
Chair of the Department of Music.  The University Symphonic
Band, conducted by Dr. Lewis Liddell, Sr. was the first
ensemble to perform.

Introduction Epidemiology Course
Jackson Heart Study

An intensive introductory, six-day course in epidemiology will
be offered at Tougaloo College, July 7-12, 2003.  This course is
sponsored by the National Center on Minority Health and Health
Disparities and National Heart, Lung & Blood Institute in
conjunction with the Jackson Heart Study.  

The purpose of the course is to provide an intensive introduction
to epidemiology for advanced undergraduate and graduate students
interested in careers in biomedical sciences, behavioral sciences,
and health professionals and professionals interested in learning
about the subject.  The course introduces the principles and
methods of epidemiologic investigation of diseases. It illustrates
the different study designs used for evaluating risk factors and the
effectiveness of health interventions and services. In addition to
lectures, the course will present laboratory problems providing
experience in epidemiologic methods and inferences, and will deal
with issues related to experimental and no experimental designs,
sensitivity and specificity of diagnostic tests, confounding
effects, and the use of the life-table approach to evaluate
longitudinal data.

Applicants must be U.S. Citizens or permanent residents.
Interested candidates must submit:

1. Completed application form.
2.  A brief essay of one page describing his/her reason for

wanting to take this course.
3. A letter of nomination/recommendation from a teacher, 

advisor or supervisor.
4. A copy of a transcript of grades for undergraduate

students or documentation confirming receipt of most
recent degree.

The deadline for receipt of application is June 6, 2003.

Housing will be available on the Tougaloo College campus.
Room and board for those staying on the Tougaloo campus will
be borne by the NIH.  Participants may choose to stay off-
campus in several nearby hotels, the cost of which will have to
be borne by the participant.

There is no cost for those taking this course without academic
credit.  The course can be taken for credit from any one of the
collaborating institutions.  Those seeking credit should contact
any one of the following for details.
