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Class project: group discussion idea for a debate or role play:

Divide students into groups and have them prepare a summary of their strategies, strengths, weaknesses,
accomplishments, and failures.

Possible groups include:

1)  Figureheads/ orators/ Martin Luther King
2)  SNCC Organizers

3) Local people

4)  Lawyers’ legal ideas

5)  Freedom Summer volunteers

6)  Church leaders

7)  Union leaders

Then discuss as a large group: “What do you need for a movement to succeed?”

Goals: have students understand complex nature of Civil Rights Movement and all of the components
that were a part of it.
