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Program Admission

A Master's degree from an accredited university.

A completed Ph.D. program application.

An overall GPA of 3.5 or above (on a 4.0 scale) on the highest earned degree.

Transcripts for all post secondary work attempted prior to submitting a program application.
A satisfactory score on the GRE or on the Miller Analogies Test (MAT) taken in the past 5
years.

Recommendations from three (3) persons knowledgeable of the applicant's professional
academic ability, job experiences, and leadership potential such as previous professors,
supervisors, and others

Acceptable evidence of a student's writing ability as determined by a writing assessment
completed under the supervision of the screening committee member.

A successful interview with the program screening committee.

Recommendation for admission by the screening committee.
